EVERYONE IS WELCOME
	Do you have a PIN yet?

A PIN (Personal Identification Number) is a 4 digit number  like those used to add security to ATM cards.  The library has recently begun requiring PINs to use the My Account feature on the website, www.carnegielibrary.org; if you don’t have a PIN yet you will be helped to create one the next time you log on to your account.  In the future PINs may be needed to use the self-checks and to log on to a computer at the library.  In addition, two new services are being offered (see page 5) which will require a PIN to protect your privacy.  If you need help setting up your PIN, a staff member at an “Ask a Librarian” desk or the customer service desk will be glad to assist you.  

Because the PIN is used to help keep your information confidential, once you’ve set it up only the computer and you know what it is.  If you forget your PIN we can reset it to a temporary number so you can go online and change it to one we won’t know, but we can’t tell you what your PIN was because on our end it just looks like gibberish. 

If you’d like more information about PINs give us a call or stop in and we’ll be happy to help.

From the Squirrel Hill Library
In 1997, Anne G. Faigen wrote her first book for young people, Finding Her Way.  Brave Salamander followed in 2005, and New World Waiting in 2006.  All three may be found in the Children’s room at the Squirrel Hill library.



	Her first mystery for adults, Frame Work, was published in 2008. Squirrel Hill doesn’t have it yet, but you can request a copy online or at our Customer Service Desk and it will be sent from another branch.

Books for Young People
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Finding Her Way, set in pre-Civil War Concord, tells the story of a teenage artist mentored by Henry David Thoreau and Margaret Fuller.
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Brave Salamander, for middle school readers, involves cousins Sally and Amanda --  so close their brothers teasingly call them Salamander -- who help two run​away children in the Underground Railroad.
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New World Waiting is set in the  Hill District during the 19th century surge of immigrants to our city. Three teenagers of different ethnic backgrounds are best friends and all students of Willa Cather, whose first 
  job out of college was in Pittsburgh, before she  
 won fame as a writer.
Faigen and her husband, both native Pittsburghers, raised four children in Penn Hills but have lived in Squirrel Hill for 32 years; her son David still lives in the area with his wife and 3 children. 

Faigen, who has undergraduate and graduate degrees from the University of Pittsburgh, taught honors and Advanced Placement English at Penn Hills High School and initiated an Advanced Placement English program at Hillel Academy. She has written book reviews for The Pittsburgh Press and Jewish Chronicle and op-ed columns for the Post-Gazette, and is a frequent speaker and book reviewer for civic and women’s organizations, as well as a book group facilitator at Temple Sinai and Hadassah. For more than thirty years she has been a volunteer book reader at the Radio Information Service.  She recently recorded her young people’s novels for the Library for the Blind.
Although it is set in the present, Faigen’s first adult mystery has much in common with the historical novels she has written for children, as it shows how the past still reaches into our lives.  An American college professor brings her grandmother along to a literary conference in Prague, where they visit an antique shop and buy an ornately framed print. When they return to their hotel and examine the art work more closely, they find more than they’d bargained for.  Their impulsive purchase plunges them into a world of international thieves, Nazi war criminals, and a secret that turns their holiday
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  into a struggle for their lives.  Along the way, the reader learns about the billions of  dollars   
  worth of art stolen from the Jews and others who died in the Nazi concentration camps.
 
  Ms. Faigen’s second adult mystery, titled Out of Turns and set in Taiwan, will be released by   
  Avalon Books in December, 2OO9.

New Art from the Old World

The German peoples that migrated to Pennsylvania brought with them a style of folk art, fraktur, which had its roots in the illuminated manuscripts of Europe.  Fraktur, which flourished between 1750 and 1850, adorned religious documents and songbooks as well as birth records,  and served as rewards from teacher to student.  Fraktur consisted of simple or elaborate texts, decorated with naive images including angels, birds, and tulips.

 

In the Pennsylvania German tradition, I incorporate authentic images from Fraktur pieces of antiquity, adding Fraktur text, translated into English, to recreate a style and share a message from the Old World.  My goal is to portray the craftsmanship, charm and simplicity of Fraktur and to pay homage to the Fraktur artists.

	Library Offers Exciting New Features

for Borrowers
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The library has added two new features to the online catalog in the My Account section.  The first feature, Reading History, can help you keep track of what you’ve already read.  Use this list to jog your memory, to remind yourself of books you loved (or hated!) or titles you want to recommend to friends. There is no way of getting a list of items that you’ve checked out in the past, but if you start now you’ll have a nice list built up in no time.  

The other new feature, the Wish List, allows you to create lists of items you find in the catalog that you may be interested in for future use.  I’ve already used this feature to list items that I’ve seen in book reviews and want to read when I have time.

Reading History and the Wish List are entirely voluntary and confidential.  To activate either one you must enter your library barcode number and your new PIN at  www.carnegielibrary.org and My Account.  (For more info about PINs see page 1.)  To ensure privacy and confidentiality, neither of these new features can be accessed by staff; only you can activate/deactivate them or use them.  

My Account also lets you see what items you have out currently, renew items, see fines and fees, save preferred searches and view and place holds.  Because of the power of this feature, it has been changed recently to require a PIN for these old activities too.

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Film, Fiction, and Fun is a special series presented at the Carnegie Library of Pittsburgh, Squirrel Hill on the third Thursday of each month from 1 to 4 p.m.  It explores the relationship between films and the novels that inspired them.  Attendees are encouraged to read a monthly fiction selection, then join CCAC’s Jeanne Bergad for a screening of the film and discussion to follow.

April 16th’s title  is Othello, by William Shakespeare.  One of Shakespeare’s most famous tragedies, Othello follows the story of the title character, a Moorish general in the Venetian army, as his life is systematically destroyed by Iago, a jealous subordinate.  The great Laurence Olivier donned blackface to play the title role in a 1964 staging of the play by the National Theatre of Great Britain.  This performance was filmed in 1965, and Olivier’s Othello remains the only Shakespeare film in which all four principal actors (Olivier, Maggie Smith, Frank Finlay, and Joyce Redman) were nominated for Oscars. 

May 21st’s book is The English Patient, by Michael Ondaatje.  Set at the end of World War II in an abandoned Italian convent, the story centers on Hana, a Canadian nurse who refuses to abandon her final charge, a burn victim known only as the “English Patient.”   The two are eventually joined by a crippled thief and an Indian sapper, and the tale of the mysterious patient is gradually revealed.  The 1997 film based on this novel was directed by Anthony Mingella, who took four years to complete the screenplay.  Mingella’s attention to detail was rewarded with 9 Oscars, including an award for the director and a best supporting actress award for Juliet Binoche in the role of Hana.  

June 18th’s title is The Haunting of Hill House, by Shirley Jackson.  Published in 1959, this classic ghost story follows the efforts of Dr. John Montague to find and document supernatural activity within Hill House, an old mansion with a history of violent death.  Stephen King has named this book as one of the best horror novels of the 20th century, and one can see its influence in King’s own novel, The Shining.  Jackson’s story was brought to film in 1963, simply entitled The Haunting.  The movie was directed by Robert Wise, and it starred Julie Harris, Claire Bloom, and Richard Johnson.
